Reflections by Father Bullock

On December 1, 1862, almost half-way
through his term of office, Abraham Lincoln
stood before the Congress to deliver his
Annual Message. It was a time of great
stress; a war originally thought to be of
brief duration had grown in intensity and
uncertainty. It was a divided nation and an
increasingly fractious North. Mid-way
through his message, the major issue
evolved — slavery. Lincoln had already
decided upon the Emancipation
Proclamation in his mind, but only revealed

- his thoughts in the last paragraphs of his
message to Congress: “The dogmas of the quiet past are
inadequate to the stormy present. The occasion is piled high with
difficulty, and we must rise with the occasion. We must think anew
and act anew. We cannot escape history. The fiery trial through
which we pass will light us down in honor or dishonor to the latest
generation. We shall nobly save or meanly lose the last best hope
of earth. The way is plain.”

Those words of Lincoln may well resonate for us today. We must
cling to what it means to be an Easter people, an Easter church.
We can and must think anew and act anew — becoming a more
open and participatory church. Wounds must be healed in so far as
possible and far-sighted preparation replace the need of constant
reaction. We are a church with untapped resources, and these
must be mined to the best of our ability.

We have a right and a need to speak of Easter joy. We can for
ourselves and the whole church kindle a light that will last to the
latest generation. But, the joy of Easter cannot simply be claimed; it
must be worked at and for. As Lincoln would say, “The way is
plain.”
