A Time To Begin Again

September is always an exciting and hopeful time because it 
marks the beginning of a new season, a new school year and this 
year, an opportunity to Arise Together in Christ.  There is always 
a sense of anticipation and freshness in beginning a new project 
or goal.  Sometimes we hesitate to begin something new because 
we fear we wonôt be able to reach the desired goal, or others tell 
us you canôt get there from here.  But whether we are ready or 
not, September rolls around and life takes on a spirit of renewal. 
 

But how do we renew our spiritual life when we donôt even feel 
like praying?  We can begin by recognizing our expectations of 
God and Godôs expectations of us.  We expect God to include us 
in His ongoing work of creation and He expects us to notice His 
creation and be appreciative of His desire to include us each day.  
One way to begin a new prayer life is to ask the Holy Spirit to help 
us to praise God for all the goodness we observe in nature, in 
relationships, in His presence and in people helping one another.  
The initial stretch will be in noticing all the goodness that is around 
us already. 
 

Our recognition will lead us naturally to a prayer of ñThank you, 
Lordò and then to a sense of joy and celebration for Godôs 
goodness which will become more and more evident.  Sometimes 
our recognition will include pain and sorrow from observing 
suffering in the world.  No one appreciates an injury or hardship, 
but when they do occur often goodness occurs around them, as 
when people pull together in disaster relief or family relationships 
improve or are sometimes healed around an illness or accident.  
Godôs healing presence is there to be recognized and praised.  As 
we learn to walk with the Lord each day our prayers of praise and 
thanksgiving will grow to include our needs and petitions. 
 

Spending time with God is sometimes best done in silence.  
Walking or driving does not have to always include MP-3s, 
Blackberries or even radios.  God often speaks to us in whispers.  
Let our spiritual life be renewed this fall by spending some quiet 
time in prayer on a regular basis if only for five minutes at a time.  
The joy of beginning is that you never know how far it will take 
you.

The Action Fuel Assistance Program is available to qualified 
households November 1, 2008 through April 30, 2009. Gross 
yearly income limits are $20,800.00 for a single person, 
$28,000.00 for a two-person household, $35,200.00 for three  
persons, $42,400.00 for four persons and $49,600.00 for a five-
person household. The Fuel Assistance Program covers all types 
of heating fuel and, for homeowners only, may cover heating sys-
tem repairs and replacement as well as summertime cleanings. 
Discounts for natural gas, heating oil, electricity and telephone 
service are also available. For renters and homeowners, energy 
efficiency education and building weatherization retrofit are avail-
able and may include sealing out cold air infiltration, installation of 
insulation, replacement of electrically inefficient refrigerators and 
installation of compact fluorescent light bulbs. Actionôs goals are 
to teach clients how to conserve energy, lower utility bills and to 
assist them in those processes.
