vitamins (adult vitamins with folic acid); aspirin for heart (81mg);
cough syrup; cough drops (adult only); Benedryl; hydrocortisone
cream; Pepcid; Claritin; antifungal medicine: Chlortrim, Tinactin
(small tubes); antibiotic cream: Bacitracin, Neosporin (small
tubes); toothbrushes, toothpaste (small tubes) and dental floss.

LT YB1NY Vrus or "swine flu"

There has been much media coverage in recent days
concerning the HIN1 virus or what is commonly called,
"swine flu." As of the printing of this bulletin, Holy Family
Parish has received no information of any outbreak of this
virus in our immediate area nor any directives from the
Archdiocese of Boston to change any of our current
liturgical practices at Mass in response to concerns over
the possible spread of this flu virus. Please be assured
that the priests and staff of the parish are monitoring the
situation and will inform parishioners if there are any
recommended or required changes.

At the present time, the Archdiocese of Boston is
encouraging all priests, parishioners and liturgical ministers
to exercise good personal hygiene before coming to

Mass, namely, to wash your hands. Those who are sick or
feel that they may be coming down with an illness are
encouraged to remain at home, if at all possible, so as not
to increase the chance of spreading any disease among
others. If necessary, arrangements will be made to bring
the sacraments to them while they are ill. If they do find
themselves at Mass, they are invited to cover their mouth
when coughing or sneezing, exercise good judgment with
regard to offering the Sign of Peace and to refrain from
receiving Holy Communion from the Cup until they feel
better. In all of this, common sense must prevail.

We want all parishioners to feel confident in approaching
the Church for sacramental celebrations. If you have any
questions or concerns, please do not hesitate to speak with
one of the priests or any staff member. Thank You.
