Anniversary Blessings  

Ten years ago on the First Sunday of Advent, I was installed as 
St. Joachimôs first Health Care minister. Our Pastor, at the time, 
personally introduced me to every one of our homebound. The list 
had approximately twenty five names and we spent an entire long 
day visiting. At the end of that experience, I could barely move. 
For the next almost six years, my time was divided between 
hospice chaplaincy and parish ministry. 
 

Looking back a decade, it was a time of less national and religious 
stress, even a time of complacency. We liked ñthingsò as they 
were. We seemed to be ñcomfortable.ò Then huge traumatic 
events changed us forever. The terrorist attacks of 9/11 and the 
sexual abuse scandal followed by reconfiguration within our 
church communities made each of our losses and grief 
tremendous. 
 

How we continue to respond can make all the difference on our 
life journey. We can continue to focus on the tragedies, stuck in 
our draining emotions or use our energies to build meaningful 
lives, deeper family and community relationships. 
 

I reflect on how rich our five year old blended Parish family truly 
is. More of us than ever before are involved in many varied 
outreach ministries. We have chosen and continue to be involved 
in a vibrant healing community of Godôs people centered on 
Eucharist. I am very blessed and grateful to be part of this Holy 
Family Parish. 
 

May this Advent season of anticipation bring us ever closer to our 
Savior and one another.
