Reflections by Father Bullock

Every Good Friday, indeed every day, makes two points.
The first is God's overbearing love for us; the second, our ability to
subvert that love. Two legends are illustrative, and both concern
Judas.

The first is an old legend, purely imaginary of course, in
which someone has pictured the last day -the end of history which
is frequently mentioned in the Bible.

On this last day, everyone is celebrating, dancing in the
street, singing and shouting "Hallelujah!" Everyone is caught up in
the spirit of high jubilation -everyone except Jesus.

Jesus is standing very quietly over in the shadows by the
gates of Paradise and when someone asks Him what He is doing
amidst all the celebration, He says quietly, "I am waiting here for
Judas."

In all of creation, the love of God, a divine love, is
, irresistible-since all creation loves God by being what it is called to

be, with one exception. Only human beings, the crown of creation,
can reverse that love. Again, a Judas legend points this out.

In leonardo OaVinci's famous "last Supper" painting, the
faces of the Apostles are essentially unfinished. OaVinci said he
could not find a man evil enough to be his model for Judas. And he
could not find a man good enough to be his model for John. In one
of the countless legends that have sprung up about this painting.
OaVinci uses a very handsome young man as his model for Jesus'
beloved disciple John. And years later, still looking to finish the
painting, the artist came upon the most disheveled, even grotesque
looking man he had ever see. He brought him to the studio and
began using him as a model for Judas. legend has it that suddenly
OaVinci's model cried out in shame, "Years ago, I was the model
for John."
